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Resumen

Este libro aborda de manera integral la adaptacion curricular como herramienta
fundamental para garantizar una educacion inclusiva y de calidad en el nivel inicial. A
través de diez capitulos desarrollados por especialistas de la Universidad Estatal del Sur
de Manabi, se examina desde los fundamentos tedricos hasta la implementacion practica
de estrategias de adaptacion curricular que responden a la diversidad de necesidades
educativas en la primera infancia. La obra inicia con los fundamentos teéricos de la
adaptacion curricular, explorando su evolucion historica y principios bésicos, para luego
profundizar en la identificacion y diagndstico de déficits de aprendizaje, destacando el
papel crucial del docente y la colaboracion familia-escuela.

Abstract
